CALL TO ORDER
President Wilson called meeting to order at 3:15pm.  
REVIEW AND APPROVAL OF January 2011 MINUTES

Minutes were not available for approval.
REVIEW AND APPROVAL OF FINANCIAL REPORT
Chris Tucker presented the financial report to the Board.  Motion to approve financial report as written and presented made by R.V. White.  The motion passed by a unanimous vote of the members present.

LEGISLATIVE REPORT
Roger Wilson reported comments and changes must be submitted to Sonny, by Friday, concerning the latest bill affecting 9-1-1.  Sonny will put the comments and changes together for an upcoming special session for the Mobile and Baldwin counties coastal insurance legislation.  
CONFERENCE REPORT

Bill Brodeur reported that the conference numbers are low, and only 38 registered vendor booths.  Last year there were 49 registered booths, and normally there are 53 occupied.  Sponsorships are also low and those currently received total $10,000, however, the average is typically around $18,000.  Discussion followed as to how to improve numbers and costs and understand why there was a loss last year. 
LATA REPORTS
Birmingham LATA- Bill Brodeur advised there was nothing to report.
Mobile LATA- Gary Tanner advised there was nothing to report.
Huntsville LATA- R.V. White discussed the April tornadoes and the fact that there was no significant equipment damage considering all of the damage made by the tornadoes. He applauded the communication initiative Madison County has taken and stated Limestone County is becoming more involved in discussions, and the sheriff is interested.
Montgomery LATA- Larry Fisher reported Maxwell AFB had contacted him and wants to establish a PSAP.  Chris Tucker stated he will give Larry the name and number of someone to contact from Redstone Arsenal that can aid Maxwell in this process.
ANGEN 
Roger Wilson informed everyone that the Wireless Board voted on July 6 to award the contract to Dash Carrier Services/Bandwidth.com.  The Wireless Board published an RFP for a project manager to oversee this project. The proposals must be submitted by August 11 and the Wireless Board will take it up at the Board Meeting August 26.  There was a discussion of Dash Carriers/Bandwidth.com followed by a discussion of the telecommunications industry.
911 GOES TO WASHINGTON
Chris Tucker reported that the Washington trip went well but attendees were unable to speak with all of their legislatures. Chris Heger discussed the meeting with Senator Sessions.  Bill Brodeur stated the importance of remaining in contact with legislatures. 
AL NENA NOMINATIONS 
Chris Heger reported nominations have been received for the following offices:  Lon Jones for 1st Vice President, Bill Brodeur for Birmingham LATA VP, Ray Preston and Lee Moore for private sector VP, and Chuck McGinley and Gary Tanner for Mobile LATA VP.  An election will be held since there was more than one nominee for two of the offices.   

ALABAMA RETIREMENT SYSTEMS
 Roger Wilson reported changes within the Alabama retirement systems.  The DROP program was eliminated and a bill was passed to raise the rate from 5% over a period of time to 7.5%.  An amendment was added that allows city and county boards to make a decision to opt in or out.
